When I was on the leadership team in 

running schools, the people who 

caught my attention were the quiet 

achievers. They were the people who 

made little fuss and got on with the 

job. They were the ones who turned 

up early and left late. They were the 

ones who cared and fought for a good 

deal to benefit their students. I did not 

take much notice of those teachers 

who ventured into my office to tell me 

what a great asset they were to our 

school. 

Jesus in todayôs Gospel made an ob-

servation about those who like to take 

centre stage and those who have a 

sense of their own worth and get on 

with the job with a minimum of fuss. 

The givers and the takers. Which one 

are we?  Giving is at the heart of the 

Gospel, and is of the essence of the 

Christian life. But not all giving is the 

genuine article. 

Do we give and not count the cost or 

do we give so that we can benefit from 

the effort? It is hard to follow this Gos-

pel because its hard to be humble!  It 

is good for the ego to be noticed and 

praised.  From the parable that Jesus 

told, why not sit at a place of honour? 

 

 

 

However, I think that there is a moral 

to Jesusô story: itôs not the place that 

honours the guest, but the guest that 

honours the place.  We donôt know in 

what place Jesus sat during that meal, 

but wherever it was, that was the place 

of honour. 

The banquet is a symbol of the King-

dom.  We shouldnôt be concerned 

about seeking a place of honour in the 

Kingdom.  We should regard it as a 

privilege to be invited at all.  In any 

case, in the Kingdom every place is a 

place of honour. 

Jesus went of to suggest to the Phari-

see that if he wanted to do something 

really generous , he should invite in 

the kind of people who would never be 

able to invite him to their houses.  True 

giving occurs when nothing is ex-

pected in return. 

What is the quality of our good deeds? 

Religious people can be woefully self-

ish.  Just as weeds ruin a garden, so 

selfishness ruins oneôs Christian wit-

ness.  Giving is at the heart of the 

Gospel.  But it has to have a certain 

quality.  It has to be disinterested giv-

ing.   Lets pray this week to be a 

cheerful giver! Live Jesus in our 

hearts, forever.  Fr Dave

He then told the guests a 
parable, because he had noticed how 
they picked the places of honour. He 
said this, óWhen someone invites you 
to a wedding feast, do not take your 
seat in the place of honour. A more 
distinguished person than you may 
have been invited, and the person 
who invited you both may come and 
say, ñGive up your place to this man.ò 
And then, to your embarrassment, 
you would have to go and take the 
lowest place. No; when you are a 
guest, make your way to the lowest 
place and sit there, so that, when your 
host comes, he may say, ñMy friend, 
move up higher.ò In that way, every-
one with you at the table will see you 
honoured. For everyone who exalts 
himself will be humbled, and the man 
who humbles himself will be exalted.ô 

Then he said to his host, óWhen you 
give a lunch or a dinner, do not ask 
your friends, brothers, relations or rich 
neighbours, for fear they repay your 
courtesy by inviting you in return. No; 
when you have a party, invite the 
poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind; 
that they cannot pay you back means 
that you are fortunate, because repay-
ment will be made to you when the 
virtuous rise again.ô
